This response is on behalf of the Indiana Utility Regulatory Commission.  With regard to Appendix C- Lifeline/Link-Up State Survey, Indiana is a default state and does not currently have its own state fund for Lifeline/Link-Up services.  
 
The answer to Question 11 regarding incumbent LECs and the provision of LL/LU service to eligible subscribers is “YES”…all of our incumbent LECs have been designated as ETCs and therefore must advertise and offer low income assistance in the form of LL/LU to qualifying subscribers according to federal guidelines.
